Working Meeting Minutes of 20 April 2006
The meeting was called to order at 7:14 pm.

1) Old Business

a) Update on Shore Drive/North Oliver rezoning & development:  Bob Costello stated that he believed the issue will continue to be deferred by the Planning Commission until after the Shore Drive Safety Task Force’s report is voted on by the city council at the end of May.

b) Proposal for General Meeting speaker about gangs & graffiti

i) President Kohler summarized the problems with graffiti in the neighborhood.

ii) Doug Barner will request that the guest speak at 8:00 p.m. at the next General Meeting.

c) Restricted parking (residents only after dark) by the beach:  President Kohler talked to city representatives and will continue to contact them about this.  He is looking into the possibility of having passes, tags, or decals for residents.

2) Officer Reports:

a) President Kohler’s comments are given above.
b) Vice-President Marshall discussed a problem with people not having their dogs on a leash.  It was recommended that he write a short article for the next Soundings.  
c) Secretary Costello 
i) noted that the minutes from the last General Meeting were sent by e-mail, & he distributed hard copies for those who wanted them, and
ii) stated that the rosters were received this week from the printer and that he will be getting them in the mail over the next week.
d) Treasurer Dutlinger
i) handed over the membership applications to Wally Damon,
ii) indicated deposits were made today from the membership dues,
iii) indicated that she and President Kohler need to sign the Check Signing Authorization Form for Wachovia Bank,
iv) reminded all that they need to sign the Reimbursement Requests when they fill them out, and
v) handed out copies of the proposed budget, which will be addressed at the next General meeting.
3) Committee Reports:

a) Adopt-A-Street/Waterway:  President Kohler noted that a clean-up of Pleasure House Lake & street is scheduled for May 18th.
b) Architectural Preservation & Zoning:  Bob Costello mentioned the proposed changes to the R5R Zoning.  He gave a rough explanation of the proposed changes, but requested that people look at what is posted on the web site about this.  He recommended that the CBCL review and take a position on this issue.
c) Block Captains:  Not present
d) Business Liaisons:  Julie Sterzing indicated a desire for the Business Liaisons to meet with Katherine Dutlinger and discuss future billing of advertisers.
e) CCO Representative:  Position Vacant
f) Historian:  Kathy Damon indicated that she is working on an article for the next newsletter.
g) Meeting Coordinator:  Boyd Layton noted that the meeting room has been cleaned and the floor waxed.
h) Membership:  Wally Damon summarized the latest number of members & households.
i) Newsletter:  Via e-mail to the Executive Board and Committee Chairs, Kim Schmidt requested that all Soundings articles be turned to her by Monday.  
j) Pleasure House Lake:  Heidi Janicki reported that
i) the trash cans are installed,
ii) the invoice for them has been received by us—$700.00 for the three trash cans,
iii) she is working on obtaining the survey for the CBCL sign, and
iv) V.B. city personnel would like to place the neighborhood park sign on Lookout by the first park bench rather than on Beaufort.  This would place it close to the location chosen for the CBCL sign.  The issue of sign locations will continue to be worked.
k) Pride In Community:  Position Vacant
l) Safety:  Doug Barner presented the following:
i) a second sign has been erected for the new crosswalk across Lookout at the intersection with Fentress;
ii) he is formalizing plans for a continuous bike path on Pleasure House from Shore Drive to Pleasure House Lake;
iii) new “15 MPH” speed limit signs have been posted on Lookout for the “S” turn where the road goes under the Bay Bridge tunnel;

iv) National Night Out will be conducted this summer on August 1st;

v) skate boarders are again becoming a problem in the neighborhood, so he is trying to get a Skate Board ramp installed in Bayville Park, and

vi) the city is reworking their entrance requirements for police officers in order to increase the number of minorities on the force.

vii) Secretary Costello requested that President Kohler contact Baylake Pines Civic League and the SDCC to support Doug’s initiative to get a skateboard ramp installed in Bayville Park.

m) Shore Drive Community Coalition:  Via communications with President Kohler, Daphne Atkins stated that no one from the civic league attended the SDAC meeting today, at which the Shore Drive Safety Task Force (SDSTF) report was presented.  She encouraged that we attend the special presentation of the SDSTF next Thursday, 7 p.m., at Hermitage Elementary School.
n) Webmaster:  Bob Costello highlighted the latest additions to the web site, including the proposed change to the R5R Zoning on the Architectural Preservation & Zoning page, the links on the Sponsors’ page, and the new items on the Safety page.
4) New Business

a) Planning for Summer Party

i) A motion was made and passed to have the Summer Party on July 29th, three days prior to the National Night Out, on August 1st.

ii) It was determined that we will advertise both the Summer Party & National Night Out on a flyer distributed with the July/August Soundings.  

iii) Julie Sterzing is investigating the possibility of having the picnic in the parking lot next to Alexander’s on the Bay.  She will talk to Brian Camden about that.

b) 2006 CBCL Software & Hardware Requirements Survey:  Bob Costello handed out the survey for Chairs & Officers to fill out.
